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After brief introductions, Lara gave a summary of the SB2940 pilots being planned. SB2940 mandates the collection of data from the School Health Exam Form that relates to child overweight and other health issues for the purpose of surveillance. Since the Illinois Department of Public Health must create rules for this process, some data collection pilots are being planned. These pilots will take place around the state and then inform the rule development.
School Nutrition Presentation Pilot
Jaime gave an update on location. She has had trouble finding a site that is available immediately after school. The schools she has approached are usually busy with after school activities. Paula said that she would check with Maternity BVM about their availability. The date will be dependent on space availability, but will also take into account the school calendar.
The audience has been refocused on teachers and other school staff. This is to reflect the Work Group’s mission of supporting school systems that create a healthy learning environment. Allison brought up inclusion of early childhood programs. Given that obesity prevention will be most powerful at younger ages, the group agreed to invite the local early childhood programs, including head start, Child and Parent Centers, and pre-K programs. The presentation will be announced at the next CPC all-staff day. We will expect anywhere from 30-100 people.
There was a discussion about continuing education. CPS will submit the presentation for CPDU and CEU credit. Since interactive exercises are required for credit, a few options were discussed. One was to include the BMI screening at the beginning. There will be handouts following the screen. A second piece was a stigma lesson. This will be part of the presentation. In addition, it was suggested that the food be a lesson. It could be set up to demonstrate a grab and go snack or small meal.

Resources will be built into the presentation as necessary, but will primarily be handouts and tables with materials for participants to visit. All resource organizations should submit a brief summary to Sandra in advance so that there can be a handout listing resource organizations.

A variety of handouts were discussed. Pamela will bring free curricula and Changing the Scene kits. Sandy’s list of exercises to do with children was mentioned. It could possibly be packaged for teachers to use in the classroom.  A handout on why children need PE will be provided by Lara, developed by Dave Thomas at ISU. 
Other Issues
Congressman Rush holds a health fair each year, and this year’s topic will be on obesity. He wants to have a variety of information on nutrition and fitness.
