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The group met during the CLOCC Quarterly Meeting. This is a new group and this only the group’s third meeting. Following introductions, the draft working group description that Matt Longjohn had developed was considered. The group was comfortable keeping it, and felt that it was broad enough that it covered their interests.

There were two event updates. One was the Food, Fun, and Fitness expo that is being sponsored by IL Net on October 23-24 at Navy Pier. It is a statewide workshop for teachers, other school staff, parents, and children. CLOCC will hold a workshop for teachers, nurses, and social workers. CPDUs will be offered. A flyer advertising the workshop is in development. 

The other event is Walk and Bike to School Day on October 6. The Chicagoland Bicycle Federation is promoting this, as part of the Safe Routes to School program. For materials to promote this event at your school, contact the Chicagoland Bicycle Federation at http://srts.biketraffic.org/cbfsrts/walkbiketoschool.jsp. 
At the first meeting of the working group it was decided to develop a resource manual for schools. This concept was discussed in more depth, as to more forward on the project, it is necessary to define its boundaries.  The purpose was submitted to be to motivate people to act, and then to direct people to resources to help them. The group decided that the audience for the resource manual should be school staff (teachers, administrators, nurses, etc.) and organizations that work with schools.  
The resource guide format was agreed to be short, a brochure or handbook that is easy to read, that includes some specific information and activities, as well as pointing to a website with links to other resources. Some actual materials would need to be included since the target audience varying levels of internet access, time to look up resources, and motivation. The brochure format would also be less expensive to reproduce, which the website less expensive and easier to keep up-to-date. The exact format of the resource guide must still be hammered out, as well as what will be included. The working group does have some funding allocated to it to pull materials together, for printing, and for maintenance. The goal is to have the guide ready for the 2005-06 school year. It was also suggested that working group members share the resources they know so the group would have an idea of the types of materials and information that could be included in the guide.

The next meeting of the working group will be held with the data surveillance group and State personnel to discuss the implications of Bill 2940 requiring the collection of height and weight data for school children. In general, when scheduling meetings, the beginning or end of the day is preferred.
