· Rebecca Unger reported on new codes and new information from AAP on coding.  The AAP website is http://www.aap.org/moc/reimburse/codingfactsheet.pdf.  It was emphasized that we do not know which codes will work best, since there is no way to evaluate this yet. The codes and their explanations are quoted below from the 2006 ICD-9-CM, October 2005, Volume 1-55.  (We think you’ll find this interesting.)  
Code 278 – Overweight, obesity and other hyperalimentation

(Excludes hyperalimentation NOS (783.6) poisoning by vitamins NOS (963.5)

Polyphagia (783.6)

Code 278.0 – Overweight and obesity

Use additional code to identify Body Mass Index (BMI), if known (V85.21-V85.4.  (Excludes adiposogenital dystrophy (253.8) obesity of endocrine origin NOS (259.9)
Code 278.00 – Obesity, unspecified
Obesity NOS – AHA: 40, ‘01, 42;10, ‘99,5,6

Code 278.01 – Morbid Obesity

Severe obesity

AHA: 30, ‘03, 6-8

DEF: Increased weight beyond limits of skeletal and physical requirements (125 percent or more over ideal body weight), as a result of excess fat in subcutaneous connective tissues.

Code 278.02 - Overweight
