ECWG Toolkit and Website Resources
The toolkit is live. The group wishes to continue to work on it over 2010, especially developing a dissemination plan for early childhood professionals. 
· Process for adding new resources: send suggestions that meet the selection criteria for reputable, non-corporate, sites with name, link, and short description of resources available for providers to Lara at ljaskiew@childrensmemorial.org. 
· Process for corrections and link checking: send notification of which link didn’t work correctly to Lara, or to info@clocc.net. CLOCC will also work on having interns check links on a yearly basis.
5-4-3-2-1 Go!™ For Ages 2-4 Brochure
Lara passed around a copy of the current draft. It is getting additional review by the Clinical Practices Working Group. Discussion included removing the listing of references for each section and just referring people to a listing of references on the ECWG website. Also, the group decided to change the name to describe the target age range since we want to develop additional materials for ages 0-2. Also, the language for screen time will be adjusted to reflect AAP recommendations, and that reference added. There was some additional discussion about the purpose of the working group and we decided to review and update the description and add it to the WG webpage.
2009 Goals Review and Approval of 2010 Goals
The group reviewed progress on the 2009 goals. We have made significant progress towards all of them:

1. We promoted IL NET workshops that trained childcare staff on healthy meal planning within a budget

2. We have posted the online toolkit, including criteria for acceptable resources
3. We have discussed potential additions to the existing 5-4-3-2-1 Go! workshop relevant to early childhood settings and identified specific items and resources to add

4. Existing curricula have been identified and included in the online toolkit

IL Action for Children will be partnering with the Altarum Institute to pilot training for child care providers around nutrition and physical activity. This training will be one resource to support the implementation of the revised Chicago Department of Public Health rules for licensed child care centers.
2010 goals

1. Provide advisory support to the CLOCC Health Educator on the development of an early childhood version of the 5-4-3-2-1 Go! workshop. 
2. Maintain and update the online toolkit, and develop a dissemination plan to share the toolkit with providers
3. Work with CDPH and other partners to support training and resource development to help early childhood providers implement proposed standards for nutrition, physical activity, and reductions in screen time
