ECWG Toolkit and Website Resources
The group reviewed the initial listing of resources and approved it. It will be a living document. Bindi mentioned a useful online WIC toolkit that she would like to add.

· Process for adding new resources: send suggestions that meet the selection criteria for reputable, non-corporate, sites with name, link, and short description of resources available for providers to Lara at ljaskiew@childrensmemorial.org. 
· Process for corrections and link checking: send notification of which link didn’t work correctly to Lara, or to info@clocc.net. CLOCC will also work on having interns check links on a yearly basis.
Brochure
Lara reviewed the current status of the brochure. It is focused around 5-4-3-2-1 Go! and the audience is providers and teachers. The Working Group will use some of its budget to print copies to be distributed to home-based providers through IL Action for Children. It will also be available for free to download on the ECWG toolkit webpage.
2010 Goals

The group reviewed progress on the 2009 goals. We have made significant progress towards all of them:

· We promoted IL NET workshops that trained childcare staff on healthy meal planning within a budget

· We have developed the initial online toolkit, including criteria for acceptable resources. It will be posted within a week after this meeting and can be continually developed and expanded

· We have discussed potential additions to the existing 5-4-3-2-1 Go! workshop relevant to early childhood settings and identified specific items and resources to add

· Existing curricula have been identified and included in the online toolkit
Members suggested taking next steps on two of the 2009 goals as part of our 2010 work, namely the early childhood focused 5-4-3-2-1 Go! information for trainings and further development and promotion of the online toolkit.

Proposed 2010 goals

1. Develop resources and trainings for how to use 5-4-3-2-1 Go! in early childhood settings. Also, include early childhood resources in general workshop.

2. Maintain, strengthen and promote the online toolkit.

3. Work with CDPH and other partners to support training and resource development to help early childhood providers implement proposed standards for nutrition, physical activity, and reductions in screen time.
Announcements
Bindi announced that the new WIC food package is fully implemented. She is also available to provide nutrition consultation both through early childhood and privately for all age groups. She is located at the Illinois DHS office in Chicago. 

The December Quarterly Meeting will focus on the 0-2 age range and new research supporting work with that age group.

Lara and Claudia from CLOCC will be presenting at the Metro Chicago AEYC conference in January about early childhood programming and child obesity.
Lara also mentioned that CLOCC has begun holding workshops on how to use the new Neighborhood Walkability Assessment Tool available for free on CLOCC’s website. The purpose of the tool is to help residents and/or organizations to identify the barriers to safe and enjoyable walking and provide steps that people can take to address them. The tool is available in both English and Spanish.

Lara will push the brochure through its final steps and have copies printed by the December Quarterly Meeting.
