NEIU Project Update
Elizabeth gave a status report.  So far few of the resources have been identified by multiple respondents.  Most also seem to be using their own criteria, rather than a formal set, to identify materials.  There was some discussion about curricula – at this point most schools in IL don’t have one, and in Chicago there isn’t a mandated curriculum.  The state requires these topics be taught, but doesn’t have a mandated curriculum, or even criteria for choosing one.  Instead the state focuses on standards.  Joan’s experience from student placements is that CPS PE and health programs are as good as the suburbs.  She wishes that she had known to ask in the survey whether the school had a specific curriculum for health and/or PE.  After-school programs seem to be ahead of classrooms in terms of tight curricula.
The project will have a poster at the March 14 Quarterly Meeting and at the NEIU student research symposium. The results will also be written up for publication. 

Joan is interested in getting input form the group about projects for this coming summer and fall.  

Contest
The deadline has been moved to March 30.  There were some final edits to the flyer, which will be sent out through the newsletter.  Also, Stakeholders will include it in their blast fax to CPS schools.  All K-12 schools located in Chicago can apply.
Chicago Moves Day Activity
The Goal: to encourage schools to participate in Chicago Moves Day in a manner that shows how simple it could be to add physical activity to the school day.
What we are offering: a guide to 30 minutes of physical activity that can be broken down into 10 minutes blocks.  The activities must not need additional equipment and can possibly be done in the classroom.
How we will invite schools to participate: a letter sent from Arne Duncan/Tim Mitchell/Terry Mason (Chicago Commissioner/CEO level).  Discussion was held that Arne Duncan would not be as meaningful for religious or private schools.  A joint letter may be most effective.

Incentives for participation: certificate that the school is a Chicago Moves School, or something to that effect.  Principals would need to fax in a simple form in order to receive a certificate.  Forms will be faxed to CLOCC.

How the information will be distributed: Jaime will promote within CPS, Paula within the Archdiocese, and Maureen with the Jewish Schools.
Follow-up after the letter is mailed: Work Group members will promote participation in schools with which they have relationships.
