CLOCC School Systems Working Group Meeting
June 20, 2007
Meeting notes
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Chicago Moves Day Recap
Lara reviewed the project, to encourage school participation in Chicago Moves Day.  Due to timing crunches around finalizing the brochure and getting signatures from the Interdepartmental Task Force, the letter wasn’t sent out until a couple of days before the event.  It was sent by email and fax.  However, we did get faxed forms from 9 schools, and we know about additional schools that participated.
Contest
There were 9 applicants to the spring contest.  Four were awarded 2-$100 Target gift cards each and 2 received one each. Lara handed out a summary of the process and the winners’ activities.

The group discussed two questions: 1) should we do this again, and 2) how should we respond to activities that are identified outside the contest. Several ideas came up, and the general consensus was that the contest seems to be more recognized, so that next time we could expect more responses.  In addition, there were several ideas:
· Hold a splashy event around the award (press release, plaque, luncheon, etc)

· Publicize the results

· Get the contest information out sooner

· Put the activities into a booklet to share with schools

The group decided to continue the conversation at our next meeting.

NEIU Project
The final list of materials was quickly reviewed by the group. Several ideas and points were brought up:
· We should add information about what resources are available (e.g. lesson plans, posters, etc)
· We should add information describing for which grades the material is appropriate

· The specific standards each meets could be listed

· Some items mention the material has a bias, but the bias is not defined

· We may not want to include relevance for a diverse audience on the website, but may want to use it to decide which items should be included in the final listing

· The website should have a search screen, so people can search on different topics, rather than a long listing

We will spend a bit more time discussing what will be included in the final list and how we will pull everything together at the next meeting.
