Innovative School Practices Contest
Since the second round of the contest is taking place at the end of the school year, the group decided to do a third round in the fall.  We will also look for ways to improve distribution.
NEIU School Materials Review
Joan Leafman was unable to attend but sent an update. Half of the interviews had been completed, and almost no respondents had used any standards when choosing materials for the classroom. Many also expressed uncertainty about using standards to choose materials.
CPS Update
Ken gave an update on the Coordinated School Health goals for the year. Comments on the Wellness Policy draft were being analyzed. The policy will recommend that each school have a committee to address Wellness Policy implementation. In addition, procedures need to be developed that relate to Policy requirements. The Policy should be before the Board before the end of June.
The survey of external school partners had responses from 59 organizations. They provided services in over 589 schools. Next service matching will be examined to highlight ways to best leverage services for the greatest benefit.

The Safe and Healthy Schools Curriculum has been chosen - healthteacher.com will be the district-wide health curriculum.  It is an online curriculum tool that is standards-based, continually updated, and provides 278 lesson plans. In addition, each school will receive one or two print copies of the materials. No funds were allocated as recommended for printing materials, but it is possible that Ken’s department will be able to distribute some. 

The curriculum is lesson plan based rather than handout, so there may not be a great need for printing anyway. It is the same curriculum as the NYC school district uses. Principals will be expected to identify 2 instructors to be trained and to serve as a resource for the school and how to incorporate the curriculum into the school. All CPS staff will also have access to the program. So far, over 790 teachers have been trained. 
In response to questions we learned that CPS will be able to monitor school, teacher, and lesson use. They will also visit schools to see its use in class.  The vendor, Relegent LLC, has been very responsive to work with. All users will receive a health newsletter.  The NYC school district was very pleased with the curriculum. While no outcomes are yet known, there are funds built in for some evaluation. The teachers are being trained by the company, which will also provide online training and customer support.  External organizations can purchase individual subscriptions to the website.
Other CPS updates included progress on other Coordinated School Health goals for the year:

· There was an increase in eye exams with over 29,000 students served this year. There was a renewal of funds, so hopefully there will be even more exams next year.

· The goal is to expand dental services to all elementary students to provide screening, fluoride treatment and capping.

Updates
In response to a question on the development of an Archdiocese Wellness Policy, Tammy informed the group that it is being finalized.
After School Partnership now has a new resource guide available on the Illinois center for Violence Prevention website. http://www.icvp.org/afterschool.asp. The report covers the importance of after-school programs for youth.
