Contest

Chicago Moves Day Activity
The website is www.chicagoworksout.org. Lara has submitted a request to the Interdepartmental Task Force on Childhood Obesity for a cover letter addressed to Principals fro our project.  It is also possible that the certificate we will distribute could be signed by the Mayor.  Kelly Kujava is willing to write up her Bulldog Break exercises, but needs help translating the movement to paper.  Joan offered her students for assistance.
Jamie clarified that the letter will need to be ready to be mailed on May 1, so it will need to go through city channels in each department several weeks before that.

Additional ideas to publicize the event were for many organizations to promote it and/or to put it on their websites:

· Information to school staff

· Individual reinforcement by work group members

The group also discussed providing stickers or a rubber wristband for the students of the schools that participate.  Jaime will check with a potential corporate sponsor regarding their willingness to provide something like this. If the sponsor isn’t interested, then the work group will use its budget to purchase some, but will limit them to a certain number of schools/students on a first-come/first served basis.

Kelly mentioned that her activities are geared towards elementary students.  Jaime thought she might be able to identify a high school instructor that could develop materials for grades 9-12. 

Another, future, opportunity was discussed.  Kelly mentioned that some funding was available to her to create a project, and the group discussed the development of video for her Bulldog Break exercises.  Joan mentioned that NEIU could help with a studio and other assistance.  The video could be distributed to schools to use on an individual classroom basis or school wide through Channel 1 mechanisms.

Next Steps

· Liz will draft the letter for the Interdepartmental Task Force
· Jaime will pursue the possibility of a sponsor providing rubber wristbands to students
· Jaime will look into a HS PE teacher developing or identifying exercises for older students
· Lara will check into the price of the bracelets in case the corporate sponsor falls through

· Kelly and Joan will collaborate to write up the Bulldog Breaks for distribution

· Lara will ensure the letter and attachments are sent through city department channels by early April

· Lara will put the Chicago Moves Day project information on the work group website once it is finalized

NEIU Project
