NEIU School Materials Review
Joan gave some background to the project, in which her summer and fall health education classes are interviewing school faculty and staff about the external nutrition and physical education materials they use.  They are also identifying, gathering and reviewing materials that can then be added to the SSWG website.  During the summer the students were very unsuccessful with interviewing counselors so they have been dropped from the interview list.  So far the students have found that standards are rarely used to choose materials, and that the popular media (magazines, etc) is commonly used.
Wellness Policies
The Archdiocese has passed its policy. However, each school has a lot of independence. So, the impact of the policy is not clear.
The CPS Wellness Policy was passed at the August Board Meeting.  The next step is to develop an implementation guide for schools to use in implementing the policy.  This will be the place to address possible deliverables.  In terms of evaluating school curriculum, Healthteacher.com allows CPS to track access by teacher of individual modules.
Updates
October 4th is International Walk and Bike to School Day.  Nicholson will be the flagship school in Chicago for Chicagoland Bicycle Federation. If you would like additional information, there is a toolkit available at www.chicagowalks.org.
IL NET is coordinating Kids Fest on Oct. 12-14 in Pheasant Run, St. Charles.  It is a free event and there are grants for transportation (for schools) available.

Melody shared that IDOT is receiving federal Safe Routes to School funds, and has now hired a state coordinator.  The funds provide IL with $23 million to improve walking, bicycling, and safety for kids.  Most of the funds are expected to be spent on infrastructure, such as sidewalk improvement.  Some funding will be available for soft programming.  How Chicago will participate is still uncertain.

Rachel announced that Stakeholders Collaboration is bringing in the LA school district to discuss their Wellness Policy and other programming.
